1. Run SSHSecureShellClient and install

2. Check the IP address (192.168.11.XX) and subnet mask (255.255.255.0) before you upgrade. The IP address of the computer and IP Control Box should be in the same network subnet.

3. Run SSHSecureShellClient click Quick Connect
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4. Enter 192.168.11.243 in Host Name, enter ubuntu in User Name, click Connect.
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5. Enter temppwd in password, click OK. 




6. In the command line window input command sudo su, press Enter. Then input the password temppwd, press Enter.
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7. Click yellow icon to display the SSC Secure File Transfer dialog box.
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8. Click Upload button to upload the bin file
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9. Select Bin file gbcmd_v1.4.1.bin and tk-n006-000webv2.1.1.bin and select upload.
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10. Successfully uploaded
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11. Go to the Ubuntu command line interface, input chmod +x tk-n006-000webv2.1.1.bin (bin file name), press Enter. Then input ./tk-n006-000webv2.1.1.bin, press Enter.
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12. Repeat above step with command lines chmod +x gbcmd_v1.4.1.bin (bin file name), press Enter. Then input ./gbcmd_v1.4.1.bin, press Enter. Upgrade starts. Device automatically reboots after upgrade.
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13. Login the Web Management Page and check the version of the device. Note the IP address will restore to 192.168.11.243 so connect the laptop directly to change IP address if necessary.
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
